Trimmers(z) aka Scissor Happy aka New You aka Posh aka The Salon: by Jessica Dixon

Hello, thank you for reading. What I have for you today is a show about something we all have in common, or most of us anyway, HAIR!!

When you go to get your haircut or a new color done, how do you pick what you want and what you'd like to look like? Do you get the same thing everytime?
Do you trust the hair professionals with their advice and opinion to help you achieve the look that you're going for? Do you trust someone you've never met to cut or color your hair? 
Do you do your homework to see who the best stylist is In your area? 
No matter how you answered any of these questions, this show suits any viewer’s level of hair knowledge and allows any viewer to see any and all styles being done, whether you’re familiar with them or not.

Trimmer(z)(s) is a new reality competition TV show that highlights and showcases hair professionals and their skills, from all over the country. 

The competition would be a live 1-2 hour event in front of a paying audience, as well as streaming on all the social media platforms, between 3 hair professionals and volunteers that the production team finds to participate in the event.
Before the show would tape, the show would conduct online polls on social media asking the public to pick the style or color for the next competition. This would be done before every show that was taped during the competition.

I've never gone to a professional with what I wanted to do next with my hair. I believe there's a large population of Americans who are like me, they trust the hair professional's judgment and take a ride on the wild side! In many cases, people don't know the hair lingo or styles, which is why they let the professional choose what they feel would look best. 
The point of the show and having an in person audience, is to give the people who aren't versed in hair lingo a chance to see all sorts of beautiful styles, cuts, colors, braids, barber skills, updos, and extensions, etc. The audience would also help the judges pick the winners for every show.

In this document, I'm providing two different ways that I believe this show could come into fruition and thrive to the point where the show could be franchised in other countries.

First, Trimmer(z)(s) could film in one location, building sets that are small salons essentially. 
In this case since I suggested 3 in the competition, 3 sets would be built, one for each professional. There would be an audience stage in front, along with a judges/host table in the middle, watching the professionals work and compete. 
The professionals and volunteers would come to the Trimmer(z)(s) location to film. 

The second choice would be a traveling production where the show is filmed and then moved out to the next location (permits pending of course). This would look something like a traveling carnival, but better and focused solely on Hair! 
This is how I'd set the traveling production of Trimmer(z)(s) up: first, I'd have a large motorized rotunda built to withstand several thousands of pounds while operating. In the middle of the rotunda, there would be an anchored film camera station where staff would sit or stand to work while filming. 
On the rotunda there would be chairs set up for the audience to view the show. 
Now this is where being a paid audience member is cool! 
So the professionals need stages and salons to work out of, right? 
Trimmer(z)(s) would have 4 40 ft shipping containers fabricated into salons and a host/judges station. The side of each container would be cut out and replaced with a glass wall of doors that slide open so the audience can view inside the container. These containers would allow production to move city to city, state to state with ease and get multiple uses from these sturdy pieces of a production set. The rotunda would be placed in the middle, and the 4 shipping container salons would be set up in a rectangle around the rotunda. 
Before the show would begin, there would be red curtains put-up in front of the stages and as the show begins, the host/judges station curtain drops and the host starts to introduce the judges and then the curtains will drop and the host will make their way to each station to meet the professionals and the volunteers.
The rotunda will move every so many clicks per minute, allowing all the guests to view each volunteer, and their hairstyle without ever leaving their seats. Paid guests would be allowed to leave their seats during filming, but only when there were permitted times available. 

One of the fun elements to the show is that no one except production would know the hairstyle that was chosen by the social media polls until the show started.
The element of surprise lurks for everyone participating and viewing alike!
A show like this would allow anyone and everyone who tuned in to watch, they'd learn different cuts, styles and colors from professionals while they're performing those skills. 

What could go wrong, right?

Depending on many variables, the winner of each show could receive X amount of $$ and the winner of regionals receives a shipping container salon of their own? The money would seem like a better “win” because not everyone who participates will have their own land to put a shipping container salon for their own business. With that said, there very well could be participants and winners who do own their own space where a container would be a life changing tool for them.

Tune in tonight at 7 pm to see who the new Trimmer(z)(s) winner will be.




One potential Logline that I thought of is this: "Just a little off the top.” 
It’s an old saying for a trim, but what happens when you tell that to a rookie hairdresser? 
You might come home with a shaved head and cry into your pillow. So, to prevent that from happening, tune in to the new show, Trimmer(z)(s) for any and all hair related entertainment fun!

EPISODE OPTIONS
I’ve included several different ideas for themes for episodes to keep viewers consistently watching and being engaged in the show, as well as showing up to view the event live. 

Listed below are different ideas:

With social media polls dictating what hairstyles are picked, this show can go on for many seasons. 

In order to keep uniform and have all the professionals cutting the same style, the show could be broken up into weeks where 
Master Barbering has a week of its own; 
Master Coloring has a week of its own; 
Master styling has a week of its own; 
and a combo of cutting and coloring has the last week of its own. 

The show could also have each professional doing different cuts on their clients with the judging professionals, host, and audience determining the winner. This could be repeated with coloring and styling as well as barbering techniques. 

Production will set up social media accounts on all the social media platforms and ask the users a week in advance, what should be done during the next taping of the show. Production will give the social media users several options to choose from and vote on before revealing the answer during live taping. 

This show can have several franchise shows in other countries that find the best of the region and then the best of whatever continent the competition is being held on. 

The show can have specials that run during the holidays where production caters the show around the holiday and have all the participants doing the same style or cuts on all the participants.

With there being so many stylists, barbers, and colorists this show could be filmed for many many seasons, eventually having the winners battle each other for a winner take all and a bigger prize pot for the winner. 
If the show decides to be a traveling one, production sets up in one city for the season. So take Florida for example. The production decides to go to Miami and find the best in Florida. Next season the production might be set up in Orlando or Ft. Lauderdale giving everyone ample opportunity to try out for the show, along with watching the show live in their city, as well as participating in the show with being a client. 

Trimmer(z)(s) could focus a whole month dedicated to different ethnicities such as February being African American month and November being Native American Heritage month. 
There’s so much information about hair out in the world that it feels appropriate to showcase as many ethnicities as possible. 
There could be viewers on the show that are parents who have adopted children that aren’t the same race as them, but want to make sure the children’s hair looks presentable and how the child wants it and feels most comfortable.

With the hair industry being vast between coloring, cutting, styling, braiding, extensions, razor skills, the show could delve deep into breaking the show up into categories.  
The show could very easily keep in line with current events such as May being Prom month for high schools all over America. This would be a fantastic show where I feel the viewers would start to roll in, as well as running the month that there’s the most weddings, and highlight competitions of wedding hair, both brides and grooms, and potentially the entire wedding party? 
The show could also include makeovers with people going from drastically different cuts and colors. This would be high viewing as well, I believe. 

Cutting, Coloring, and Styling are only some of the basics the professionals use. However, if a professional has been around for a while, they’re very aware of customers complaining about going bald or a thinning hairline, maybe the client is coming out of chemo and has lost their hair and is in the process of starting over? Perhaps the client has alopecia? These are real life situations that the hair professionals often aren’t informed of until the client is sitting in the professional’s chair. The professional still needs to be able to make that client look and feel great despite their personal obstacles. 

The show could focus in August on back to school with a kid’s month. Kids get their hair cut too and often they do have opinions on what they’d like for themselves. In this case with the parent’s approval, the stylist would give the child what they asked for, and still make them look good! This would also show how stylists overcome children that move around all the time, or the children that are scared of the clipper sounds or just don't like getting their hair cut. Trimmer(z)(s) will show how the professionals deal with and overcome every obstacle to ensure they’re the best to win the show. 

One week could be designated to braids and extensions and everything that that entails.
One week could be foil techniques with coloring competitions on clients. 

One week could be designated to movie hair where production gives the public different options of styles and cuts from famous movies about hair. 

One week could be dedicated to all the men and barbers, with the barbers providing a cut to their beard as well as a haircut too. This would show a different kind of skill set that hasn’t been shown a great deal, but definitely deserves highlighting. 

Once each state has a winner crowned, the winner of that state would battle the other two in their region.
The “Trim Off” Bracket could go like this if it’s started in America:

Travel to  Florida, Georgia, South Carolina= Winner
VS
Travel to  Oklahoma, Texas, Kansas=Winner 

Travel to  Mississippi, Louisiana, Alabama=Winner
VS
Travel to  Washington, Montana, Wyoming=Winner

Travel to  Nevada, Oregon, California=Winner
VS
Travel to  New Mexico, Colorado, Arizona=Winner

Travel to  New York, Pennsylvania, Connecticut=Winner
VS
Travel to  North Carolina, Virginia, Massachusetts=Winner

Travel to  Ohio, Illinois, Indiana=Winner
VS
Travel to Florida, Hawaii, Alaska=Winner

Once all the winners from each region are picked, then those winners would face off against the other, eventually finding the BEST TRIMMER IN AMERICA, or wherever the show is picked up at. If it’s not an American show that chooses this, the same concept of being broken down into regions can be done and then the main showoff later on in the season, crowning the winner.


Once there’s several seasons of winners, an entire season could be dedicated to nothing but the winners from the past seasons competing against the others, trying to become the ultimate winner from the “Best Of” season.



If a traveling or stationary production is chosen to start filming, in order to make more money during the event, in exchange for being a sponsor of the show, the sponsors are allowed to set up a tent shop that has their products for sale to those in attendance of a Trimmer(z)(s) taping. Trimmer(z)(s) could take a percentage for booth rental and allow them to open shop before and after the show. 

Trimmer(z)(s) could also look into selling merchandise such as shirts, hats, shear holders, or things that are geared towards hair professionals, but with the Trimmers logo on it. 

With it being a live event, whether it’s traveling or stationary, production could include alcohol and food sales, but consumption of either cannot be done in the audience. It would be done outside of camera view. This could potentially be additional revenue to each show. 



FRANCHISE OPPORTUNITY WORLDWIDE
Something else I’ve taken into consideration too is that the show could very easily be a world show, where it starts in America and the production crew ends up going to Mexico next, and then Canada and then have the best in America battle Mexico and Canada. 
It could be expanded to Europe next and then Asia, South America, Africa and Australia, with shows continuing to film as the first generation of the show did here in America. 
The potential to keep the public entertained and engaged with something of this caliber, is endless simply because the show is incorporating technology by doing the polls on social media and keeping up with different trends people are doing. 























Production Costs and Needs
The way the traveling set would be set up could be like this:

Have 10 40ft shipping containers converted into
3 beauty parlors/barbershop/salons fully equipped with mirrors, a salon chair for the client, hair color bar, tools to use on the clients such as trimmers, clippers, scissors etc. Anything found in a regular hair salon would be found in the trimmer containers that are used for filming.
1 special guest/hosts container with a table in the middle for them to sit at
2 container for dress rehearsal/merchandise/refreshments
2 containers that have been converted into restrooms
1 container that contains all the equipment used for production 
1 for security with cameras mounted on the inside and outside of all production containers
The containers that are used for the professionals, will be equipped with TVs mounted on the outside so the audience can see the results of the poll. Inside the containers there should be a small tv mounted that the professional as well as the participant can look at too.

1 motorized rotunda
1 handwashing station

Fold up chairs

Permits in each city to move production in for a day worth of filming if choosing the production on wheels  approach
Insurance on the business and the equipment used during production



A production on Wheels:
-film in the parking lots of event centers or get permits for parking lots at city parks.
-semi trucks with winches/lowboy
-front end loader
-fab the salons with chairs and color bar, tables, display shelves and ac splits.












Participant Waiver for Trimmers:

-You understand that if selected, you will NOT know who is doing your hair, as well as NOT knowing what kind of style that you will receive until it is revealed live on television during filming.

-You understand that you can say no, but if you turn down the hair style, it means that the hairstylist also is automatically disqualified from the competition.

-You understand that if the stylists mess up, you are permitted from suing that person or the production company. It is not our objective to make fun of anyone nor is it our objective to harm anyone. We are simply here to show the best of the best hairstylists and the only way we can showcase that is by having the stylist show the viewer their skillset by doing cuts and colors that they may not have a lot of experience in. 

-You understand that you’re in the professional’s chair and will be recorded live in front of an audience.

-You understand that you might be blindfolded during your visit with the professional.

-You understand that the premise of the show is to see who is the best hairstylist/hairdresser/barber in your area. This show is to highlight and showcase/show off the professional’s skills.

-While you are not one of the main characters for the show, you still play a vital role in being supportive and encouraging to your stylist throughout the competition.

-You understand that if your stylist is picked as the winner, you do not win anything from the show. You being on the show is what the show offers to the participants getting their hair done on Trimmerz.

-You understand that even after you leave from filming, Trimmerz’s production company will not be held liable for any pursuit of monetary gain for being on the show. 

-You understand that even if the request isn’t something that you would normally do, that is the point of the show, braving the unknown with one of the best stylists in your region.

-You’re aware that you’re allowed to back out at any time.



-If you truly do not like your hairstyle, Trimmerz production will make sure that your hair is fixed to your liking before you leave. If this occurs it could  be another episode of its own as the show does anticipate that not all participants will be happy with their hairstyle. In that event, the 3 stylists from the show will all work together to rectify the issue. The production team will be able to tell if someone is just wanting more attention or if they’re genuine with being upset about their hairstyle.



-Trimmerz production is not held liable for any accidents in the audience or any theft or crime that is committed during the time of filming.

Stylist App:

-Are You the Best hairstylist in your home state?

-Are You skilled enough that there isn’t a style or cut that you can’t do?

-How long have You been a professional?

-You understand that you might be picked for a show where you can only use certain tools such as shears or clippers the entire time. 

-You’re aware that you’ll be potentially cutting, styling, and demonstrating the cut while you’re being filmed and you’ll be in front of a live audience while showcasing your skills.

-You’re aware that if you back out, the client we select for you is also disqualified too. 

-You’re aware that you’ll receive (insert winning gift or money here) if you’re selected by the audience as the winner of the competition.

-You understand that you and the other professionals could get challenged within the challenge. Such as, cutting hair blindfolded with the participants giving direction to the professionals. Or perhaps a challenge where you’re given the right tools to mix your color for your client.

-If you were to win the overall competition, what would that mean to you?

-You understand that you very well could be doing something to someone’s hair that you haven’t done in a long time.

-You’re aware that you have the option to not participate. You entered the competition on your own free will. 

-You’re aware that if you win your region, travel expenses to the next location is solely your responsibility. (The company could decide that they would cover the travel expenses to the next show for all the winners too)

-You’re aware that if selected to be on the show and win or lose, you are NOT entitled to any royalties from Trimmerz, no matter how many times the episodes with you in it, airs.

-Have you ever been in any hair competitions before? If so, please tell us where and if you won!

-You understand that certain scenarios are to see how much you’ve mastered your craft. 

-What would you say is your best and strongest skill pertaining to hair? Cuts? Colors? Highlights? Extensions? Razor skills?

-It’s perfectly okay to brag right now, do you think you’re the best hairstylist in America? (insert other countries here for franchise shows)

-How long have you been in the hair industry? 

-What is your dream goal within the hair industry? Are you working your dream job now?

-Have you had other careers besides being in the hair industry? If so, please tell us which industry that you used to be a part of.

-Did you go to college to do hair? Or are you self taught?
-
-You’re aware that this is just an opportunity that happens once, unless you win.

-You’re aware that if you win from your region, you will go on to battle the other two state from your region, potentially moving up in the bracket winnings.

-You’re aware that if you win the overall competition your prize winnings increase where you have the option of taking cash, or one of the shipping container salons(?)

-You’re aware that you will be mic(ed) up and will be recorded.

-You understand that you’re allowed to bring your own shears and clippers, but nothing else.

-You’re aware that if you win your state and region, the production company will give you a month’s notice about when your next competition is.

You've already seen a million different types of competition shows, right?
Cooking, talent shows, survival shows, modeling, gold mining, house building,racing, romance/dating, etc. 
Now let's try something different: a Hair stylist competition across the USA where the viewing public in the audience decides who wins that episode/show, going on to compete against other winners later on in the Trimmer(z)(s) season. 
Eventually the show could be franchised out to different countries around the world and conduct the ultimate Trimmers worldwide competition show. In that event, the best of the best from around the globe would show off their skills against one another, earning them the title, “Best Trimmer in the World”.

Who will get the title of the best hairstylist in America in front of a live audience?

Trimmer(z)(s) would start locally with hair stylists in the production’s area, setting up the questionnaire with a link to that on our social media accounts. I’ve included the questionnaire for both the hair professional and the volunteers.
Trimmer(z)(s) would set up “stages’ for the professionals to perform on, allowing the paying public to view in real time.

Trimmer(z)(s) would  find volunteers willing to let our stylists do their hair while being filmed in front of a live audience.
Trimmer(z)(s) would market the event on social media, and local media as well, selling tickets to the show. 
Lastly, Trimmer(z)(s) would find a host that has great hair to be the host. A host that can lead, ask questions, keep people engaged and watching, someone that is funny and quick on their feet since it will be a live audience, which means anything can happen! That keeps people watching the show as well as paying to attend the live event if it’s local to their area.

The hair professionals will be given up to two hours to complete the haircut/style/color during the competition. The best part about the show is that the show will set up social media polls, asking what hairstyles should be done on their show, and when the professionals as well as the volunteers are on stage, the results of those polls will be revealed. No one participating will have any idea what style/color/cut they would be receiving and giving. That’s the element of surprise. It’s not the objective to make people look bad, quite the opposite. The element of surprise keeps people viewing and wanting more, which is good in this case because there’s a lot of hair professionals in the world. 
The audience and judges will ultimately decide who the Trimmer(z)(s) winner is!

The winners compete against each other until only one is left standing in the state. That winner competes against other winners of other states in the region. 

The excitement, the emotional ups and downs, the unpredictability of the contest, the audience feedback, and the race to finish makes for a great show. 





TONE and STYLE:
Trimmer(z)(s) is meant to be an all ages show, where there’s humor and laughter throughout the show. Easy flowing and easy going along with energetic and creative professionals showing the public how they execute their skillset. 


Characters:
The HOST
The Guest Judges(Hair Professionals, Educators, Famous salon owners)
Then there will be the competitors and the participants. Giving back story to both, but mainly to the professional. If any of the professionals have secrets, like they are a famous person’s hair person but didn’t want to say anything at the beginning, the host while walking around inspecting work, could probe the professionals with the suggestions or examples that I included in the document about their life, their work history, their goals, what they’ve accomplished and any truth bombs they’d like to reveal. 



The WORLD- The rules are simple, the hosts and judges ask questions, observe and interact with the professionals. All are allowed and encouraged to get a better view of the “do” in question, meaning they can walk around and view the contestants up close, from set to set, inspecting the work. The volunteers won’t see themselves in the mirror until it’s time to reveal all 3 at once.
